Always wanted to try hunting, but never felt confident enough, or already hunt but just 
feel you need to hone your skills and get rid of those pre-season nerves?

The Tedworth Hunting Clinic is a one day clinic which 
combines a full day of riding tuition (flatwork, jumping exercises and cross country 
schooling), with an informative session on what the Hunt is all about, and how hounds 
work - a fascinating insight for both novices and experienced hunting people.  Included in 
the cost of the one-day clinic is the cap for a day’s autumn hunting on Saturday, 8th 
October, where those new to the hunting experience can be chaperoned if required.

Everyone!  Suitable for both experienced hunters as well as those who are less 
experienced who would like to brush up on their skills.  The Clinic is also an invaluable 
opportunity for those who have never hunted, but would like to find out what is involved 
in a small and supportive environment.

Lucinda is one of the 
foremost Equestriennes of her generation.  She has competed in over 
60 three day events, having also been a member of the outstanding 
British 3 Day Event Team of the 80's.  She has ridden and competed 
Side-Saddle with the highest success, and is considered the foremost 
instructor on the style.  Having first judged at the Horse of the Year 
Show in 1988, she has gone onto to judge all over the world. Currently 
Lucinda is a Chief Evaluator for the BEF,  a British Eventing Accredited 
Trainer,  a Grade A Side Saddle Instructor and an FEI Steward, as well 
as being the Chief Instructor of the RA Pony Club. She also has one of 

the most successful coloured pony Stallions at stud, from whom she has bred with 
International success.  To top all this,  she is the most fantastic teacher who gets the 
absolute best out of you and your horse,  and her lower leg teaching is VITAL for anyone 
very keen to stay secure and attached to their horse at all times, and over all types of 
fences!

For all those of us who dream of riding “round Badminton” but who will never be 
quite brave enough or have the skill to do so, the forthcoming Badminton Ride on 
Sunday  25th September could give a taste of what is experienced by our elite 
riders. 
  
This sponsored Ride will take place in the glorious surroundings of the Badminton 
Estate by kind permission of the Duke and Duchess of Beaufort,  with the stunning 
backdrop of the famous Lake and Badminton House reminding riders of the 
famous  international Horse Trials that take place there every year.

TEDWORTH MEMBERS TAKE TO THE HIGH SEAS 
 IN AID OF CHARITY 

In September 2011 Hunt Secretary Georgi Wickham and husband Anthony are 
undertaking a circumnavigation of Great Britain in a 6.8 metre RIB in aid of 
Dementia Care.  The 1800 mile round trip, sponsored by Anthony’s marquee 
company, T-T Tents, is estimated to take thirty days and hopes to raise £10,000 in 
aid of dementia sufferers. 
 
 In 2009 Georgi’s father James was diagnosed with the disease, and is being cared 
for under the “Eden Alternative” of care at Hawthorn House in Western Australia.  
The “Eden Alternative”, founded in 1991 by Dr William Thomas, a Harvard-
educated physician and geriatrician, is based on the core belief that ageing should 
be a continued stage of development and growth rather than a period of decline.  
Eden Alternative carers are dedicated to eliminating the plagues of loneliness, 
helplessness and boredom that make life intolerable in most of today’s long term 
care facilities.   Fortunately, Georgi’s father does not yet require full time care, but 
attends the Eden Alternative accredited Hawthorn House three times a week, and 
her mother is also able to use the respite care facility they offer.   
Hawthorn House is now recognised around the world as an exceptional 
community for caring for people with dementia.  In addition, innovative new 
methods are being trialled at Hawthorn, such as the Ashby Memorial Method 
(AMM), which is a patient centred program of thinking and activity focused 
exercises which helps those already experiencing memory loss and early to 
moderate Alzheimer’s disease manage their symptoms better for longer, thereby 
prolonging their ability to remain living at home, and also reducing  caregiver 
stress resulting from increasing Alzheimer’s symptoms such as personality and 
behavioural changes.     
 
This combination of innovation and care has been an invaluable support not only 
to James, but the family as a whole, and it for this reason that Anthony and Georgi 
are raising funds so that this centre, which provides a unique model of care for 
people with dementia, their families and community, and stands at the forefront of 
dementia care internationally, can expand and extend its philosophy of care 
worldwide.
